Welcome and Apologies
 The Chair welcomed everyone and received apologies from those listed above.  
Announcements

The chair  announced that 

Tom Orton had died.  Tom had been a stalwart member of the Forum and his input will be greatly missed.  We send our condolences to Tom’s family.
Minutes of the last meeting and matters arising.
The minutes of the last meeting were read and agreed.  The chair signed them as a true copy of the meeting.

Matters arising.

Cross Keys Traffic Lights.  The secretary had met with Sgt. John Gray and a traffic officer from the police to see if anything could be done regarding the phasing of the traffic lights or putting in filter lights due to the dangerous way traffic has to turn right.  We met at the Cross Keys and the officer took notes and almost saw an accident happen.  He confirmed that you could not see what is coming up the hill from Tilbury as Lorries or cars waiting to turn right into the Linford Road blocked the view of up coming traffic.  He said he would make a report and find out how many accidents there had been at the lights.  The secretary mentioned that not all accidents are reported these days to the police as most of these are dealt with by the insurance companies unless anyone had been injured.  The secretary also pointed out where a barrier had been damaged and repaired.
He also suggested that as there were houses being built in the near vicinity and that the council were also strapped for cash that we could ask if any 106 monies could be obtained.  (106 monies is money builders hand over to the council when a development is taking place for the benefit of the community.) The Chair has written to the Councillors and to date has had no replies. Sgt. Nick May standing in for Sgt. John Gray said he had not seen any update on this matter.  The secretary promised to follow this up with the police.
Police

Sgt Nick may started by saying that there were 6 violent crimes in Chadwell but these were mainly domestic.
There had also been 9 thefts of petrol from stations possibly by motor bikers.

John Southgate

We have previously recorded that John has had to resign due to health problems.  John has supported the Forum for many years.  The Chair thanked him for all the work he has done and presented  him with cufflinks and wine. 
Report from the Local Estates Manager Bill Sargent.

Bill reported that there had been a joint residents meeting between the council,  police and residents of Aluric Close, Camden Close and Felicia Way.

The Green Bins in Defoe Parade had now been emptied.

A resident asked if anything could be done about the foxes that wander around the estate.  Bill said that the council did not have a Pest Control department any more and that residents would have to pay privately.

Another resident asked if the rubbish in Marsh Foot Road could be removed.  Bill said that it had been fly tipped on private land and that they could not move it.  The secretary asked if a mobile camera could be placed near there and Bill is going to see if this is possible.

Garages in Defoe Parade:  one had now been cleared.

A litter pick took place between the council Forum and One Community Development Trust on Aluric Close which resulted in 11 bags of rubbish being collected.

Jonathan Catton the Thurrock Museum & Heritage Officer
Jonathan introduced himself and apologised that the projector for some reason was not working and therefore he could not show any slides.  Jonathon gave a very interesting talk about Chadwell St. Mary.  Some of the information given was;
There used to be a Saxon House built 400AD where the Chadwell Primary School now stands.

Jonathon confirmed that Daniel Defoe lived on Tilbury Marshes near the triangle and that Mr Friday lived next door.  He did not live at Sleepers Farm Cottage although many residents thought he did.

Chadwell used to include Tilbury and expanded all the way down to the River.  However in 1912 Chadwell was split  into two halves and the bottom end by the river became known as Tilbury.

The first school in Chadwell was built in the Library car park until a new one was built in 1914 by the Cross Keys, now Chadwell Primary.  The first Head Master’s house cost £300 and is now a day nursery.
The Ruskin Road Estate is named after novelists.

The houses around Aluric Close were designed by the son of Dr. Farquharson.

The Chair thanked Jonathan for a very interesting talk.
